Pigmopur G50 (2406) (with corresponding coating system) only
for gloss level G10 and higher.

Intermediate sanding

Sand the primed surface with grit size 240 - 320.
Avoid sanding straight through!
Remove sanding dust.

Intermediate sanding must be carried out immediately before the
subsequent coating is applied in order to ensure good intermediate
adhesion!
